In order to achieve this, we have to help young
people move from doing something because they will get a reward for it (or not do it for fear of
punishment), tovards being able to think and behave according an intrinsic understanding of what is
right and best.

Through our behaviour management, pastoral care, resilience sessions and Socratic Seminars, we
work progressively towards devolving responsibility onto students and equipping them with the
skills to accept that responsibility. It is very tempting as edusatand as parents) to use extrinsic
rewards to encourage positive behaviours and these certainly have their place. Everyone at The LPS
knows the value of a sticker or a golden certificate! However, our aim is always to move towards
more intrinsic motivaions.

A recent blog byor Helen Street, an applied social psychologist and founder of the Positive Schools
initiative, explains why we should all have this goal as we foster the development of young people:

The use of extrinsic rewards can indeed gameertain level of compliance. But at what cost? Their
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when neone is watching, or the situation demands creativity and flexibility.

Human beings need amhomy and agency so that they can be engaged in life, motivated and act
with seltdetermination.

Human beings need to become people with a sense of belonging in their communities, accepted and
appreciated for who they are and what they can offer, sioiply how they react.

Human beings need to feel competent, not in terms of others approval but in terms of their own
progress and ability to live according to their own values.
